1991-1996 - Developed a whole range of Industrial HMIs, SCADAs and  
Operator Panels on DOS, Real-time Kernel, QNX, Windows 3.11 and  
VAX/VMS  

1996 - Started development work on Linux to develop an HMI for one  
of India’s largest Power Plant System Integrators  

1996-2000 - Developed an Industrial HMI, on the QNX Neutrino based  
Operating System, called the Logisoft, which was used to control  
processes in industries like Steel, Tyre Manufacturing, Power  
Generation, and Sugar Manufacturing  

2000 - Developed a Windows NT based HMI solution to replace the  
above Linux based solution for one of India’s largest Power Plant  
System Integrators  

2003 - Started working with Progea, Italy on developing the Movicon  
solution for Windows XP/2000 Platform. This project was  
completed in the middle of 2005
